· Mr. Nicholas Dister received 600 votes and will serve on Seat 2 with a four-year term.
· Mr. Ryan Motko received 300 votes and will serve on Seat 3 with a two-year term.

· Mr. Albert Viera received 300 votes and will serve on Seat 4 with a two-year term.

· Mr. Kyle Smith received 300 votes and will serve on Seat 5 with a two-year term.
Mr. Lamb discussed the documentation process, and the Oaths of Office were administered by Ms. Grunwald, Notary Public for the State of Florida to all, except for Mr. Spence. The Board members were aware of the Sunshine Laws and legal requirements.
